Highlights: 
· Q.1/17 had a joint meeting with JTC1/SC6/WG7 to progress its work on multicast issues. There is no candidate Recommendation for Consent at this SG17 meeting.

· Revised text of ITU-T X.607.1 and X.608.1 on enhanced communications transport protocols were developed at the meeting. These draft recommendations are planned for Consent at SG 17 meeting in September 2008.
· Revised text of ITU-T X.603.2 and Add.1 to ITU-T X.603.1 on relayed multicast communication protocols were developed at the meeting.  Revised text of Add.1 to X.603.1 will be forwarded to JTC1/SC6 for PDAM ballot processing.  These draft recommendations are planned for Consent at SG 17 meeting in September 2008.
· Revised text of ITU-T X.mmc-1, X.mmc-2 and X.mmc-3 regarding mobile multicast communications were developed at the meeting. X.mmc-1 is planned for Consent at SG 17 meeting in September 2008. X.mmc-1 and X.mmc-2 will be Consent at next study period.

Highlights:

· It was agreed that the text for the amendment to ITU-T Rec. E.115 (TD 1308 Rev. 1) is a good foundation for the next edition of E.115. The SG 17 plenary is asked to endorse the document in that respect.
· It was agreed that the work on Enhancements to the X.509 Privilege Management Infrastructure (TD 1326) was ready out of this meeting to go for FPDAM ballot within ISO/IEC JTC1/SC6
· It was agreed that the work on Communication Enhancement Support (TD 1327) needs second PDAM ballot round to consolidate additional technical material. After final editing it will be forwarded to ISO/IEC JTC1/SC6 for such a ballot.
· Several draft technical corrigenda were produced as the table in the meeting report (TD 1342r1).
4.3 Question 3/17 – Open Systems Interconnection (OSI)
Proposed New Question for Next Study Period :  TD 344r1
Highlights:
· No formal meeting for Q.3/17 was held during this SG 17 meeting period.  And during the WP1/17 plenary, after the review of TD 1312 (ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 6 actions on some Message Handling Systems (MHS) texts ), the activity of withdrawal for related MHS texts has been deferred to next SG 17 meeting in April 2008.

Highlights:

· The Korea government proposed that Q.16/17 should continue its activities and try to strengthen the communication among the member states in order to support ISO’s work on internationalization of 3166-1 for IDN top level domain names. China government also supported Korea position. 
· UK emphasized that though Korean and Chinese government support the work, there is no specific contributions from them. UK expressed that there is no need to send questionnaires to State Members since it is done before, questionnaires sent to 180+ members, only 40 responses.
· The future existence of Question 16 has been discussed. As the result of the discussion, it has been agreed that the decision on the future of the Question 16 is postponed until the next Study Group 17 meeting in April 2008.
· During the discussion for the future of Q.16/17 in the WP1/17 plenary, Rapporteur of Q.16/17 agreed that there might be no need for the recommendation and most of work is the sharing and dissemination of the information related to IDN, and that ITU-D might be the appropriate place to facilitate the IDN work.
· SG17 Plenary decided not to send a liaison to ISO TC 46 according to the fact that internationalization work on ISO 3166-1 on two and three letter country codes hasn't been started within TC46.
